We have approximately 45 children who
will be attending elementary school this
August. Many other children at TNT will be
changing classrooms. This is exciting but
also an anxiety producing time for chil-
dren.

Back to school means several things to our
children. For most of them, they are look-
ing forward to seeing old friends, buying
new school supplies, participating in
school sports and having fun. The chil-
dren are experiencing excitement as well
as anxiety as they have to meet new
teachers, learn a new routine, have
homework and go to bed earlier.

As parents we readlize the change but may
not understand the affects these changes
have on the children. Common affects
you may see are change in sleep pat-
tern, new words/sayings, new found inde-
pendence, more withdrawn or outgoing
and comparison of new/old teachers.
Remember to provide as much support for
your child and talk with the teachers or
administration.

At TNT, you can expect teachers to pro-
vide you with a daily schedule and class-
room expectations the last week of Au-
gust. We will be doing gradual transitions
into the new classroom routines. Notes will
be sent home with parents whose children
are changing classrooms the second
week in August.
